women who are healing from the impacts of violence in their lives and who are trying to make a fresh start.

Every aspect of this fotstory building as well as the outdoor areas have been designed with ideas of building and sustainin
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munity within. There are indoor spaces for residents to gather and places for children to play. This theme of bringinigycommun

together in the spirit of social inclusion continues with the outdoor edible landscaping theme. Garden beds will prawoethe
nity to grow food together and fruit trees, berry bushes, and other soft fruits will encourage community grazing.

The building will meet a LEED Gold standard. ALEEDO st
levels of LEED: certified, silver, gold and platinum. LEED Gold is the Province of BC standard for all new BC Housingpfund
jects. Itis a hard standard to meet within the tight funding package for Provincial building projects. Watching anatipgrticip
this process along with our professional design, engineering and construction team has beepemmyand educational exper
ence for us.

Basically LEED means that the building in question is a sustainable green building. To achieve a LEED standard, 5 bacad

On March 1, 2010 we celebrated our first 3 years of ownership of Santa Rosa Place, our 14 unit apartment building on 1

government support. We were able to assume a mortgage and, because we owned two houses that were mortgage freg,

able to use one of them as collateral. Stantec Engineering conducted a comprehensive building assessment for us and
the building structurally sound but in need of a complete and absolute interior renovation.

In the fall of 2007, BC Housingd:ontr
some funding to help with renovation and maintenance costs. We have carefully used this money to help with building nj
nance and we still have some left as we go into our 4th year of operations.
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Our assumed mortgage expired at the end of March this year and we arranged a new mortgage with TD Canada Trust. [The next
phase of the building upgrade will focus on the exterior of the building. We are hoping that Canada Mortgage and Housing will
i p us with this.
